Cenotes are fresh water pools connecting to submerged caverns and other cenotes.  What makes diving 
Cenotes special is that the diving conditions are not affected by weather, there is moderate water 
temperature (77 degrees), barely discernable currents, stalagmites, stalactites and columns formations 
and excellent underwater visibility. And the best part is that there is no specialized training required to 
dive cenotes, unlike caves and caverns. The Yucatan is noted for its famous spectacular formations and 
the amazing clarity of the water.
